Have you ever been in a whirlwind courtship? Well, I 

became President on July 11th, and it seems like it's been 
that way ever since, or would you call it a Kansas Tornado?  
 

When I arrived home from the convention, I was met at 
the airport by a group of Viet Nam Veterans & VFW Auxiliary 
Ladies with a bouquet of roses, which was an unexpected and 
lovely gesture.  
 

I was in Washington, D.C. for 2 weeks in July. On the 
19th I attended the ceremony to commemorate the 75th 
Anniversary of the Dept. of Veterans Affairs.

Nine dollars a year dues per 
member is only $9,000 a year income, and without donations we would not be able to 
continue to keep headquarters running. The cost of all utilities has doubled for 
headquarters in the last few years, the same as it has for you, plus supplies, paper and 
mailing have all gone up. This is the reason for the approval, at convention, for raising 
the National yearly dues to $15 which represents 29 cents a week. This would enable 
us to at least keep our heads above water. I believe these are very good reasons for a 
change voted on at our last convention.  

 
Personally, I like to read what everyone is doing and get the word out about our 

activities. I believe the newsletter improvements over the years have been great. I look 
forward to receiving mine.

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"They Came In Peace"  
  
On October 21-23, 2006, a group of people will walk in remembrance of those killed that fateful day. The walk will conclude at 
Arlington National Cemetery where 22 of those brave men are buried. The White House Commission on Remembrance will be 
holding a remembrance ceremony in Section 59, 12:00 noon on October 23, 2006.  
  
The final leg of the walk will be from the Lincoln Memorial across Memorial Bridge into Arlington arriving at Section 59 in Arlington 
National Cemetery, and will raise awareness about those who came back home a different person; dedicated to those living each 
day with Post Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) and/or Survivors Guilt. A few Beirut Veterans having since returned home have 
taken their own lives as a result of their struggle with PTSD/Survivors Guilt. They will be honored and acknowledged, as well.  
  
The group encourages others to join the procession and walk a lap or three, 50 or even all. Each lap is approximately 1/2 mile 
around the pond/gardens and takes under 10 minutes to complete. Those not walking the full distance will be given an index card 
before each lap with a Marine, Sailor, or Soldier's name/information killed while serving as a Peacekeeper. After completion of the 
lap, participants are asked to sign the card on the back, and return it so someone else can walk in memory of that soldier. Those 
'going the distance' will receive a roster with all the names/information accordingly, checking a name after each lap completed.  
  
The walk is free and open to Beirut Veterans, Family Members, Veterans, Active Duty Military and the general public
